READ THE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY

Familiarize yourself with all the parts as shown in the assembly drawing. The assembly drawing will also 
provide a helpful reference when relating the location of the various parts and how they are mounted.

Special care should be taken when drilling walls to avoid hidden pipes or electrical cables.

Note: This product is heavy and may require two people to install.

AFTER-CARE INSTRUCTIONS

After use, your shower should be cleaned with soap and water. This is particularly important in hard water 
districts where insoluble lime salts may be deposited and allowed to build up. Cleaners of a gritty or abrasive 
nature should not be used. Care should be taken to avoid contact with strong chemicals such as organic 
solvents and strippers.

Glass cleaners can be used, but with caution; if in doubt, contact the manufacturer of the cleaner in question.

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INSTALLATION NOTES:

This unit is best installed by two people.

Cover drain with tape prior to installation to prevent the loss of small parts.

Unpack your unit carefully and inspect for freight damage. Lay out and identify all parts using instruction sheet as a 
reference. Before discarding the carton check to see that no small hardware parts have fallen to the bottom of the box. If 
any parts are damaged or missing refer to the description noted in the instructions when inquiring about replacements.

Handle the glass panels carefully and protect the edges. Although tempered glass is very resistant to breakage the glass 
can still break if unequal pressure is applied during installation and the sharp corners of the panel can damage tile and 
�ooring surface.

Be sure to wear safety glasses whenever drilling or cutting. When drilling holes in ceramic tile or marble use a center 
punch and hammer to carefully break the glazed surface. This will prevent skidding when drilling.

1. With the shower base and walls installed, use a level to mark vertical lines at the outside edge of the shower base as shown.

2. For the Fixed Panel [6] position the Wall Post [5] 1 inch from the line. Ensure that it is level and mark the location of the 
mounting holes on the wall. Remove the post and using a 1/4" drill bit, drill holes where marked on the wall. Ensure that 
the holes on the side of the wall post face the inside of the shower enclosure. Fasten the wall post to the wall using 
the M4x35 Flat Screws [2] and Wall Anchors [1]. 

Note: The wall anchors must be used.

3. Repeat above for the Wall Post for the Door Panel [9] by positioning the Wall Post 1/2" (13 mm) from the drawn line.

2 1. Insert the Fixed Panel [6] and Door Panel [9] into the Wall Posts. 

2. Attach the Corner Post [7] to the Fixed Panel with the holes facing the inside of the enclosure. Drill holes in the 
Fixed Panel and secure using the M4x12 screws [8].

3. Insert the Door Panel into the corner post and secure using the M4x8 Screws [3], Washers and Cover Caps [4].

1. Install the Door Bottom Gaskets [10] on the 
bottom of the door as shown. Be sure that the 
gaskets extend from the door pivot to the end 
of the door. Some trimming of the gaskets 
may be required.

Note: Ensure that the wall pro�les 
are plumb. Adjust the enclosure to 
be square and level. The wall posts 
and pro�le should be adjusted to 
square the doors and ensure the 
door opens smoothly.

1. Drill holes in the Fixed Panel using a 1/8" drill bit and the holes in the wall post as location guides. Secure the Fixed Panel 
to the wall post using the M4 x 8 Screws and Washers. Place Screw Cover Caps over the screw heads.

2. Confirm that the Door Panel has not shifted and drill holes in the Door Panel using a 1/8" drill bit and the holes in the wall 
post as location guides. Secure the Door Panel to the wall post using the M4 x 8 Screws and Washers. Place Screw Cover 
Caps over the screw heads

1/8" drill bit
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5 1. Drill a hole in the top of the Door Panel as shown in 1A. Secure the telescoping tube to the top of the Door Panel using 
the M4 x 12 Screws and Washers as shown in 2B. Place Screw Cover Caps over the screw heads.

2. Repeat for the bottom of the door panel as shown in 2A - 2C

1.  Install the Wall Jamb and Corner Post Caps [11] in place.

2.  Apply silicone as shown.

MAINTENANCE:

Two primary materials are used to manufacture your new American Standard shower enclosure: tempered glass 
and anodized aluminum. To assure a long lasting �nish on the enclosure, wipe it down with a towel after each use.

For occasional, more concentrated cleaning efforts Lysol Non-Abrasive Bathroom Cleaner works extremely well. 
Be sure that any over spray falling on the aluminum frame is rinsed thoroughly and dried. Many over-the-counter 
cleaners, if applied to the aluminum and left on, will harm the metal �nish and cause permanent damage even 
though their directions indicate safe use on shower doors. Never use a scouring agent to clean the aluminum.
